Park. Themed on the life of the honey gathering Jenu
Kuruba tribes of Kabini, this resort offers world-class
luxury in a tribal and wildlife setting.

The Resort’s brand philosophy is centered around the
theme of showcasing the ‘spirit of the land’. So the brief
to the architects was to create structures that integrated
the local environment, its flora fauna and culture, that
would appeal to tourists with anthropological and
environmental leanings.

The challenge was building a zone that imbibed the tribal
essence, but was plush enough for the affluent traveler.
Moreover every element built, had to be environmentally
friendly and have its genesis in the local ethos.

For inspiration, the architects turned to the local Kadu
Kuruba Hadis or abodes of the Kadu Kuruba tribals. The
resultant structures transport visitors to a tribal milieu
where they can enjoy wildlife at close quarters, and also
luxuriate in comforts at the same time.

Each mud and thatch Kuruba style pool hut, comes with
a private space of 2405 sq. ft. Visitors can enjoy a living
room with an inner courtyard, bedroom and en-suite

bathroom in addition to a sit out and private courtyard
with a plunge pool.

All the suites offer breathtaking views of the Kabini River.
The open-courtyard style jacuzzi huts come with a private
space of 1245 sq. ft. Each unit has a living room with an
inner courtyard,a bedroom and an en-suite bathroom in
addition to a sit out and private courtyard with a jacuzzi.

The Resort also has a state-of-the-art Vaidyasala, a
serene and exclusive Ayurvedic spa that will relax and
recharge you. Guests can participate in several engaging
and innovative activities that include safaris by boat
and land vehicle, elephant rides on the resort’s grounds,
coracle rides upon the gently flowing Kabini, guided
bird and animal watching, sunset viewing, star gazing
and a visit to a tribal village neighboring the resort.

Procuring local materials in their original design was
almost impossible, as the skill-set used to generate the
materials had been lost in antiquity. The skill-sets had
to be once more re-generated, and only then could
work progress.

Today Orange County, Kabini has evolved into a shining
example of how responsible tourism can enhance the
economic, social and environmental well-being of the
host community.
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The brief to the architects was to
create an innovative structure, which
would preserve the local flora and
fauna and become a base for tourists
with anthropological leanings.
